Requirements of the scholarship applicant: 
 

1. Junior or Senior 4-H or FFA high school student eligible to participate 

in the Henderson County Livestock Show. 

2. Entering an equine and participating in the Henderson County 

Livestock Show the year of application. 

3. Submit transcripts with application 

4. Applicant needs to submit a short essay (1-3 pages) stating their 

accomplishments and goals in the horse industry as well as the 

community and school. (This needs to be in the handwriting of 

applicant.) 

 

If no junior or senior qualifies, then scholarship will not be awarded. 
 
The scholarship is for any college or school of higher learning. This can be 
a trade school such as a farrier's school. 
 
The Henderson County Horse Committee may review the applications for 
scholarship after the scholarship is awarded, but the Henderson County 
Livestock Show Committee will make the selection for the 
scholarship. 
 
The application and essay should be submitted to the Henderson County
